Hi Folks- Here is the latest update from Joe Stehling:

Good news.    Colfax County has signed the contract for the grant.   From now on any work you perform on your properties will count towards the in-kind match.   Please accurately keep track, what, when, where and who.    We hope to have the forester on board by the end of November.   He will then begin surveying properties in the grant.     

 

If you have not already done so, either mark or arrange to have your  lot or thinning boundaries marked.   For consistency  I recommend using red or orange flagging/marking tape.   If leave trees or trees to be removed will be marked, use another color.   I  also recommend using a bunch of flags as the elk love to eat them, or at least take them down to taste.    If you have redefined your requirements while marking your boundaries, please send to me a revised Practice Plan.

 

If your boundaries are not marked when the consulting forester is performing his survey, we will not enter your property to do the initial survey.   I cannot afford to waste time and money on searching boundaries.  You or a representative will need to be available when the forester visits your property to assure your requirements are met.    That will not be the time to research where your lot lines are.  I will advise schedule when it is developed.
