
 

As so often, politics keep things complicated. The "first come/first serve" criteria, which was advertised by the CCCFC officers was later overturned by the officers against our strong objections (Bob Randall / Gail Harber). As a result, the officers allocated a percentage of the total grant award to each community; again the percentages were allocated against our objections.

Bob Randall, TPR Board Member and CCCFC TPR Point of Contact, has walked many of the lots and visited each, discussed at length with landowners and committee members (Linda Ford and Gail Harber) to develop the preliminary allocations. For TPR the primary consideration was providing defensible space for home sites and much needed major fuel breaks for the entire community.

It is important you realize these allocations and the related expense are based on the following:

1) Final bids from foresters and contractors to determine actual fixed costs (Project Forester) and per acre costs. This is being handled by the State and the Project Manager (Joe Stehling).

2) Actual treatment that affected acreage receives. An understanding of this is important as the actual cost per acre will be dependent upon the steepness of each acre, the type of treatment such as machine thinning, hand thinning or bull hogging (mastication by machine) and other variables as determined by the Project Forester in conjunction with the lot owner.

The following are the preliminary allocations and subject to change:

1) Allocate 10 acres each to Lots #7 and #16 (Faust and Masculo) for an entire community firebreak from Carson National Forest (on the high road) to Hwy 64 the dangerous prevailing southwest winds.

2) Allocate 5 acres each to the following lots for a community firebreak against chimney effect fires: Lots #65 (Randall) and Lot #18 (Potocki).

3) Allocate 3 acres to each of the following lots for defensible space needed around home sites: Lots #20 (Conner), #75 (Ford), #64 (Randall), #57 (Goette), #52 (Robinson), and #81 (Minyard).

4) Maintain reserve of  4+ acres depending upon final allocation of funds and recommendations are received from the Project Forester.

5) Lots 2 and 5 as they have already been thinned under another grant and will not be included in this allocation.
